Yellow Card Codes

A player receiving a yellow card shall remain in a designated place until permitted by the umpire who
suspended them to resume play:

Y1 Dissent (continued contesting of decisions)

Y2 Dangerous Play (violent stick tackle, violent obstruction)

Y3 Verbal abuse of Umpire or Player (use of foul language and continued and aggressive contesting of
decisions with the umpires or between players)

Y4 Threatened assault on Umpire or Player (physical confrontation of the umpire or player by another
player)

Y5 Others (state contravention)

If of a non-violent nature (repeated hitting away of the ball, repeated unsportsmanlike behaviour,
continued and deliberate lifting of the ball)

If of a threatening nature (repeated contravention of a threatening nature that is not covered by the
above)

Red Card Codes

A player shown a red card shall leave the field of play immediately (staying at the team bench is not
permitted):

R1 Repeated Dissent

R2 Second offense of dangerous play or very dangerous play
R3 Repeated verbal abuse or foul abuse of umpire or another player
R4 Repeated threatened assault or physical assault of umpire or another player

R5 Others (state offence)
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
